Providing tips/activities to encourage learning at home.

FRCS/ECCR will
• Send home monthly newsletters with learning tips.

• Providing families supplies/materials to support learning at home such as strategies

   students use in their classrooms in various content areas and second language learning.

• Encourage families to obtain a public library card for their child(ren)

• Host family learning workshops centered on academic games, activities, and strategies throughout

   the school year
• Provide educational material and homework in child’s native language
• Share educational websites for children on school webpage/newsletters.

Increase parental participation at school events.

FRCS/ECCR will

• Provide snacks at family events
• Provide childcare
• Parent committee sign-ups in the areas of social, academic, grounds, holiday, and

   fundraising/budget

• Send out reminder notes before each event 
• Asking families who are active to encourage friends and neighbors who are not involved.
Communications from school to home will be written in the language of the

home. Parents are notified of family involvement activities and events by the monthly calendar,

newspaper, flyers, Four Rivers Community School webpage, and the reader board.
